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This seminar aims to explore new perspectives on the complex nexus between visual arts and literature in Tudor and Stuart England, with particular reference to the art of portraiture. The act of “creating portraits” in 16th and 17th century literature ranges from the representations of a diversity of images, such as miniatures, large-scale portraits, or even statues, to the eloquence of verbal picturing, namely colours of rhetoric, ekphrasis, paragon. Beyond the religious controversy surrounding icons at that time, and the influence of aesthetic and literary paradigms (for example Petrarchism or Mannerism), pictures could also be interpreted as mental images created by the “mind’s eye”. 

Those wishing to present are invited to submit 200-word abstracts of their proposed presentations directly to all the convenors of the seminar in question before 28 February 2016. The convenors will let all those submitting proposals know whether their proposals have been accepted by 31 March 2016.
